Elogiat per The New York Times per les seves «exquisides i fresques interpretacions», el Quartet Quiroga
s'ha consolidat com un dels quartets més dinamics i singulars de la seva generacio, aclamat
internacionalment per critica i public per la seva personalitat Unica, aixi com pel seu enfocament audag i
original en abordar el repertori per a quartet de corda.

Guanyadors del Premi Nacional de Musica 2018, el Premi Ull Critic de RNE i guardonats als principals
concursos internacionals per a quartet (Bordeus, Paolo Borciani, Ginebra, Pequin, Fnapec-Paris, Palau
Barcelona), el 2013 el Quartet Quiroga es va convertir en el primer conjunt en residencia al Palau Reial de
Madrid a carrec del quartet de Stradivarius decorats de la col-leccio palatina.

Des del 2012, el Quartet Quiroga s'ha embarcat en un ambicids viatge per construir un cataleg discografic
inspirat i Unic amb el segell independent holandes Cobra Records. Aquesta tardor de 2021 presenten el
seu ultim disc, “Und Es Ward Licht. Haydn & Mozart: L'enllumenament d'una nova Era, "en Do Major”,
gravat juntament amb la prestigiosa violista Veronika Hagen i dedicat al naixement i explosio de la mUsica
de cambra i el quartet de corda com a generes fills de la lllustracio. El seu anterior CD, Heritage, ofereix
una eloguent antologia de I'escena musical del quartet de corda a Madrid a I'epoca de Goya. Publicat el
2019, aquest «album necessari» (Scherzo) esta interpretat amb cordes de budell i inclou dos
enregistraments en primicia mundial de Boccherini i Brunetti. El seu primer album, que aparella Haydn i
Webern amb Sollima, va guanyar el premi CD de l'any 2012, atorgat per la Unid de Productors
Independents (UFI). Entre els seus anteriors enregistraments per a Cobra, aclamats per la critica, figuren
albums de musica primerenca de Schonberg, Webern i Alban Berg; els quartets Opus 51 de Brahms; i
obres de Bartdk, Ginastera i Halffter.

Format el 2003, el Quartet Quiroga pren el seu nom del violinista gallec Manuel Quiroga, un dels més
destacats intérprets de corda de la nostra historia musical.

Altres influencies artistiques importants son
Johannes Meissl, Gyorgy Kurtag, Andras Keller, Eberhard Feltz i Ferenc Rados. Fortament compromesos

The Quartet appears at venues including the Pierre Boulez Saal, Konzerthaus and Philharmonie in Berlin,
Wigmore Hall London, The Frick Collection and Lincoln Center in New York, DaCamera in Los Angeles, National
Gallery of Art in Washington DC, Amsterdam Concertgebouw, Konserthuset Stockholm, Auditorio Nacional in
Madrid, Stadtcasino Basel, Mozarteum Salzburg, Laieszhalle Hamburg, Lierderhalle Stuttgart, Barcelona’s Palau
de la Musica, DeDoelen Rotterdam, Gonfallone di Roma, La Pergola Firenze, Les Invalides in Paris, Martinu Hall in
Prague, and at festivals including, among others, Heidelberger Frihling, Schwetzinger Festspiele, and the String
Quartet Biennale Amsterdam.

Regular stage partners include Martha Argerich, Jorg Widmann, Veronika Hagen, Javier Perianes, Clemens Hagen,
Valentin Erben, Richard Lester, David Kadouch, Jonathan Brown, Cappella Amsterdam, and the Doric, Meta4 and
Ardeo string quartets.




Passionate advocates of contemporary repertoire, the Quartet collaborates regularly with living composers, and
Is dedicated to presenting and recording new works to establish a constant dialogue between tradition and new
music. They have premiered works by prominent composers such as Peter EOtvos, Cristobal Halffter, Jose Maria
Sdnchez-Verdd, Anton Garcia-Abril, Jesus Villa-Rojo, Nicolas Bolens, Marisa Manchado, Narine Khachatryan, and
Cecilia Diaz. They have performed the complete works by Gyorgy Kurtdg and, in future seasons, they will premiere
works by Jorg Widmann, Jonathan Dove and jose Luis Turina.

Since 2012, Cuarteto Quiroga has embarked on an ambitious journey to build an inspired and unique recording
catalogue with the independent Dutch label Cobra Records. Their latest disc, “Und Es Ward Licht”, recorded with
the world renowned violist Veroinka Hagem describes, thorugh works in C-major of Haydn & Mozart, the birth of
chamber music as the true musical metaphor of the Enlightenment. Thier previous acclaimed CD, Heritage, offers
an eloguent anthology of the string quartet music scene in Madrid in the time of Goya. Released in 2019, this
“necessary album” (Scherzo) is performed on gut strings and it includes two world premiere recordings by
Boccherini and Brunetti. Their debut album, pairing Haydn and Webern with Sollima, won the CD of the Year
2012 Award, given by the Independent Producers Union. Previous critically acclaimed recordings for Cobra
include albums of the early music of Schénberg, Webern and Alban Berg, of Brahms’ Opus 51 quartets, and of
Bartok, Ginastera & Halffter. In 2016, they released a recording with javier Perianes for Harmonia Mundi
including piano quintet rarities by Granados and Turina.

Formed in 2003, Cuarteto Quiroga takes its name from the Galician violinist Manuel Quiroga, one of the most
outstanding string players in Spanish music history. They studied with Rainer Schmidt at the Escuela Superior de
Mdsica Reina Sofia in Madrid, with Walter Levin at the Musikakademie in Basel, and with Hatto Beyerle at the
European Chamber Music Academy. Further important artistic influences are Gyorgy Kurtag, Andrds Keller,
Ferenc Rados, Johannes Meiss! & Eberhard Feltz.

Strongly committed to chamber music teaching, they hold professorships at the Conservatorio Superior de
Muasica in Zaragoza, Mozarteum University in Salzburg, Musikene in San Sebastidn, and at the Real
Conservatorio Superior de Musica in Madrid. They are regularly invited to give masterclasses at universities and
music conservatories throughout Europe, the USA, and Latin America.

The Quartet’s violinist Cibran Sierra plays the 1682 Nicola Amati violin “Arnold Rosé” generously on loan from
Paola Modiano’s heirs.

Els seus enregistraments per al segell BIS han estat rebuts amb entusiasme per la premsa internacional i
han estat guardonats amb dos premis ICMA consecutius (el primer en la historia dels premis) com a
Enregistrament en solitari de I'any i Artista jove de I'any, aixi com Choc de Classica, Diapason d'Or, Album
del mes d'International Piano i totes les notes de Crescendo, Gramophone, Pizzicato i molts més.

ENCONTRES
ORQUESTRALS DE LES
ILLES BALEARS

Els Encontres Orquestrals de les llles Balears és un projecte que neix de joves estudiants de musica de les
llles amb la voluntat d'organitzar una jove orquestra similar al funcionament exitos d'orquestres com la
Joven Orquesta Nacional de Espafia (JONDE) o la Jove Orquestra Nacional de Catalunya (JONC). Aquest
funcionament comenca ja en la seleccié dels seus membres, qui realitzen una prova d'admissio amb un
jurat conformat per musics professionals. Els seleccionats es troben després durant una setmana o dues
durant les quals reben classes de reputats musics professionals del mén de l'orquestra preparant un
repertori que posteriorment treballaran amb un director convidat per a culimar tot plegat en un concert.

Des de la seva creacio el 2018, més de 500 joves musics s'han inscrit a les seves proves d'admissio. Han
realitzat ja 5 encontres des de llavors treballant amb directors com Miguel Romea, Barry Sargent o Bernat
Quetglas abordant obres del repertori simfonic tan importants com la Primera Simfonia de Mahler, la
Quarta Simfonia de Txaikovsky, la Vuitena Simfonia de Dvorak, la Cinquena de Beethoven, el Sombrero de
Tres Picos de Falla entre d'altres. Hi han treballats com a professors musics destacats de l'illa, professors
del Conservatori Superior de les llles Balears, musics de I'Orquestra Simfonica de les llles Balears, de la
Banda Municipal de Palma o bé musics de les llles que a dia d'avui porten la seva activitat a agrupacions o
orquestres d'Europa.

The Encontres Orquestrals de les llles Balears is a project born from young music students from the Islands with the aim of
organizing a young orchestra similar to succes young orchestras such as the Joven Orquesta Nacional de Espafia (JONDE) or
the Jove Orquestra Nacional de Catalunya (JONC). Imitating these orchestras, the selection of its members is made through an
admission exam with a panel conformed by professional musicians. The selected musicians are then together during one
week or more receiving lessons from renowned professional musicians and preparing a repertoire that they will later work
with a guest conductor. All this experience culminates in a concert.

Since its creation in 2018, more than 500 young musicians have applied to the orchestra. They have already made 5 editions
working with conductors such as Miguel Romea, Barry Sargent or Bernat Quetglas working on big symphonic pieces as
Mahler's First Symphony, Tchaikovsky's Fourth Symphony, Dvorak's Eighth Symphony, Beethoven's Fifth , the Falla's
Sombrero de Tres Picos among others. They have worked with prominent music teachers on the island, teachers of the
Conservatory of the Balearic Islands, musicians from the Symphony Orchestra of the Balearic Islands, the Symphonic Band of
Palma or musicians from the Islands who nowadays are working in orchestras of Europe.

Born in 1993 in Bialystok, Poland, she started playing cello at the age of 7 at Bialystok Music School, where the
love for music was instilled into her by her first professor Ms. Grazyna Gedroyc. During the years 2009- 2012
Zuzanna continued her musical education at Zenon Brzewski Music School in Warsaw in Prof. Andrzej Orkisz's
class. In 2018 she finished her Master Degree at Hochschule ftir Musik Franz Liszt Weimar where she was studying
under the eye of prof. Wolfgang Emanuel Schmidt. Since September 2018 she has been studying at Escuela
Superior de Musica Reina Sofia in Madrid in prof. Jens Peter Maintz's and Fernando Arias's class. Apart from
Lutoslawski International Cello Competion Zuzanna was awarded such prizes as: the 2nd Prize in the
International Cello Competition in Liezen, Austria, the 1st Prize in the International Petar Konjovic Music
Competition in Belgrad, Serbia, and the 2nd Prize in Antonio Janigro International Cello Competition in Porec,
Croatia, among others.

Garcias) and Ill Prize at B. Mazzacurati International Cello Competition in Torino.

Geringas, F.Helmerson, I. Monighetti, P. Muller, J.P.Maintz, T. Thedeen, L. Fenyo, G. Rivinius, J. Berger, A. Noras , Na
Mula, and K. Michalik, among others. She shows great interest in chamber music. In 2010 she won the 3rd Prize
in the International Chamber Music Competition in Calgary, Canada and the 1st Prize in the International
Zarebski Music Competition in Lomianki, Warsaw. Since 2015 she has been a scholar of a chamber music
program ,Villa Musica”, and was chosen to take part in the International Chamber Music Festival ,Krzyzowa
Music” in Poland (2015 and 2016) as well as ,Clasclas Festival” in Spain (2019). She had the possibility to share
the stage with such distinguished musicians as Vadym Kholodenko, Marie-Pierre Langlamet, Sunwook Kim,
Antonio Meneses, Roland Kruger, Arto Noras, Andrei Bielow, Clemens Trautmann, or Musicians from Berlin Piano
Quartett .

Minister's Scholarship. In years 2007-2012, she also took part in the National Children's Found Program. In 2013
she was awarded the Deutschland Stipendium. Since 2014 she has been a scholarship recipient at the
International Music Academy in the Principality of Liechtenstein and has been participating intensively in the
activities of the Academy. In 2015 she was awarded Charlotte Krupp Stipendium from New Liszt Foundation.

In 2019 in Teatro Real in Madrid she got honoured with special prize of Queen Sofia from Her Majesty.

Currently Zuzanna is playing polish cello crafted by Andrzej Bobak from 2007.
